This sacred land is the territory of several Indigenous Nations - the Wendat, the Haudenosaunee, and the

Anishnaabe, and the Meétis peoples, with special recognition to the Mississaugas of New Credit. We also
acknowledge that we are on the shores of Niigaani-gichigami/Lake Ontario. This territory is governed by the
Dish With One Spoon Wampum Belt Treaty, an agreement between the Haudenosaunee Confederacy and the
Anishnaabe Confederacy to peaceably share and sustain the life of the Great Lakes. In the spirit of that Treaty we
seek to place at the centre of our gatherings the values of respectful reciprocity, diversity, peace, responsibility, and
mutual aid.

In the context of Christian Liturgy, Israel does not refer to the current political state, but either to the historic
Hebrews (also called Israelites) of the ancient Near East or, in Christian theology, to all people who put their
faith and trust in Jesus Christ.

For the law brings wrath; but where there is no
law, neither 1s there violation.

For this reason it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on
grace and be guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to the adherents
of the law but also to those who share the faith of Abraham (for he is the
father of all of us, as it is written, ‘I have made you the father of many
nations’)—in the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives
life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist. Hoping
against hope, he believed that he would become ‘the father of many
nations’, according to what was said, ‘So numerous shall your

descendants be.” He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own
body, which was already as good as dead (for he was about a hundred
years old), or when he considered the barrenness of Sarah’s womb. No
distrust made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew
strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, being fully convinced that God
was able to do what he had promised. Therefore his faith ‘was reckoned
to him as righteousness.” Now the words, ‘it was reckoned to him’, were
written not for his sake alone, but for ours also. It will be reckoned to us
who believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead, who was
handed over to death for our trespasses and was raised for our
justification.
