In the spirit of that Treaty 

we seek to place at the centre of our gatherings the values of respectful reciprocity, diversity, peace, responsibility, 

and mutual aid.

First Lesson                    Genesis 44:1-17 
   

Reader Joseph commanded the steward of his house, ‘Fill the men’s sacks with 

food, as much as they can carry, and put each man’s money in the top of 

his sack. Put my cup, the silver cup, in the top of the sack of the youngest, 

with his money for the grain.’ And he did as Joseph told him. As soon as 

the morning was light, the men were sent away with their donkeys. When 

they had gone only a short distance from the city, Joseph said to his 

steward, ‘Go, follow after the men; and when you overtake them, say to 

them, “Why have you returned evil for good? Why have you stolen my 

silver cup? Is it not from this that my lord drinks? Does he not indeed use 

it for divination? You have done wrong in doing this.”’ 
 

When he overtook them, he repeated these words to them. They said to 

him, ‘Why does my lord speak such words as these? Far be it from your 

servants that they should do such a thing! Look, the money that we found 

at the top of our sacks, we brought back to you from the land of Canaan; 

why then would we steal silver or gold from your lord’s house? Should it 

be found with any one of your servants, let him die; moreover, the rest of 

us will become my lord’s slaves.’ He said, ‘Even so; in accordance with 

your words, let it be: he with whom it is found shall become my slave, but 

the rest of you shall go free.’ Then each one quickly lowered his sack to 

the ground, and each opened his sack. He searched, beginning with the 

eldest and ending with the youngest; and the cup was found in Benjamin’s 

sack. At this they tore their clothes. Then each one loaded his donkey, 

and they returned to the city. 
 

Judah and his brothers came to Joseph’s house while he was still there; 

and they fell to the ground before him. Joseph said to them, ‘What deed 

is this that you have done? Do you not know that one such as I can 

practise divination?’ And Judah said, ‘What can we say to my lord? What 

can we speak?

And the unclean spirits came out and entered the swine; and 

the herd, numbering about two thousand, rushed down the steep bank 

into the lake, and were drowned in the lake. 
 

Then 

people came to see what it was that had happened. They came to Jesus 

and saw the demoniac sitting there, clothed and in his right mind, the very 

man who had had the legion; and they were afraid. Those who had seen 

what had happened to the demoniac and to the swine reported it. Then 

they began to beg Jesus to leave their neighbourhood. As he was getting 

into the boat, the man who had been possessed by demons begged him 

that he might be with him. But Jesus refused, and said to him, ‘Go home 

to your friends, and tell them how much the Lord has done for you, and 

what mercy he has shown you.’ And he went away and began to proclaim 

in the Decapolis how much Jesus had done for him; and everyone was 

amazed.
