This sacred land is the territory of several Indigenous Nations - the Wendat, the Haudenosaunee, and the
Anishnaabe, and the Meétis peoples, with special recognition to the Mississaugas of New Credit. We also
acknowledge that we are on the shores of Niigaani-gichigami/Lake Ontario. This territory is governed by the
Dish With One Spoon Wampum Belt Treaty, an agreement between the Haudenosaunee Confederacy and the
Anishnaabe Confederacy to peaceably share and sustain the life of the Great Lakes. In the spirit of that Treaty

we seek to place at the centre of our gatherings the values of respectful reciprocity, diversity, peace, responsibility,
and mutual aid.

In the context of Christian Liturgy, Israel does not refer to the current political state,
but either to the historic Hebrews of the ancient Near East or, in Christian theology,
to all people who put their faith and trust in Jesus Christ.

The Cathedral community will celebrate Emancipation Day.
The Slavery Abolition Act of 1833 ended slavery throughout most of the British Empire.
As a result, the image of Canada as a safe haven for those enslaved in the United States was
born. On the first anniversary of the Act in 1834, members of the African-Canadian
population of Toronto paraded to the Cathedral for a special commemorative service. This
tradition continued for some 20 years. On March 24, 2021, the House of Commons voted
unanimously to designate August 1 as Emancipation Day across the country. Emancipation
Day celebrates the strength and perseverance of Black communities in Canada.
