TODAY’S PRESIDER

The Right Reverend Deon Kevin Johnson is the eleventh bishop of the Episcopal
Diocese of Missouri. He was elected on November 23, 2019, and was consecrated and
installed on June 13, 2020. He is the first Black gay bishop in the Episcopal Church.
Born in Barbados, young Deon emigrated to the United States when he was 14 years
old. He is a graduate of Case Western Reserve University, and the General Theological
Seminary.

He was ordained deacon on June 15, 2003, and priest on December 19, 2003. After
ordination, he served as associate rector at Christ Church in Shaker Heights, Ohio,
until 2006, when he became rector at St Paul's Church in Brighton, Michigan. His
ministry in the wider church community includes the Executive Council of The
Episcopal Church, the Taskforce for Liturgical and Prayer Book Revision, and the
Office of African Descent Ministries. He also serves on the advisory boards and
councils of Sewanee: The University of the South and General Theological Seminary.
